
User Guide to the ARWS Rankings 

Choose Global or Regional Rankings to see a ranking of all teams 

participating.   Global rankings (Tier 1) are for Premier Mixed teams 

(co-ed team of 4).  Regional rankings (Tier 2) are for all teams. 

 

Filter results by Team or Athlete Name within Regions 

 

Within regions you can filter team results by category.  

 



On the overall results by region all categories a team has raced in 

during the current ranking cycle are shown. 

 

Category filters show results and points in that category only, for the 

current ranking cycle.   

A maximum team roster of 7 counting athletes applies to all 

categories. 

Point scores and counting athletes for the same team will vary by 

category.

 

Click on a team to see their racing activity, scoring races, racers, and 

past ARWS competition history. 

 

 

 

 

 



Scoring race points are highlighted in green.  

 

Scoring races may be affected by team rosters.   

The best score using 7 athletes or less is counted.   

In some cases higher scores are discounted due to using more than 7 

athletes. 

 

 

  



A team page will show the current scoring athletes by default. 

 

 

Click ‘Show Full Roster’ to see all athletes in the team. 

  



Team activity, results and rosters displayed will be different when 

selecting the same team under World and Regional rankings. 

 

Viewing a team under a region will show only a team’s regional 

results and racers. 

 

 

Viewing a team under World rankings will show both a team’s World 

and regional results and racers.  (Up to 2 Regional results can be 

counted in a world rankings score.) 

 



Only events and results for a team in the current ranking cycle are 

show by default.  (World and Regional.) 

 

Click ‘Show Previous Results’ to see the full ARWS racing history of 

the team.   

In some cases this goes back to the launch of the ARWS rankings in 

2011, with the team having changed names over the years.    

 

 



ARWS rankings are only for teams and not individual racers, however 

clicking on a racer (photo or name) on any team page will show their 

current racing history for both World and Regional events.   

Full names (personal and familial) submitted by races, are displayed. 

Clicking on ‘Show Previous Results’ will then display their full ARWS 

racing history.  

 

(There are a few, remarkable, racers and teams who have been 

competing since before the introduction of the rankings, so their 

ARWS racing record cannot be displayed in full.)
